7. Make inferences and compose personal critical perspectives on reading selections.

6.  presentation, and so forth.  
Requirements:  
1. Attend classes and be ready to participate in class or panel discussion. 
2. Preview and review the assigned articles, and complete the exercises in advance. 
3. Your absence from five periods of classes or more may let yourself flunk this course.
4. Any late homework for official reasons has a grace period of three days, which means it can be accepted within three days from the specific day.
5. Any homework is preferred to be either printed out by a computer or typed out by a typewriter.
6. Unpredictable (oral) quizzes are expected every encounter.
