1. Course objective: This course is designed for first-year students from different departments. Students will be encouraged to explore some literary features in the selected texts.
2. Course description: The instructor will guide students to engage in interpreting literature by enhancing their language awareness. Students will learn to recognise their roles as readers, express their personal responses as well as objective analysis, and become confident in handling different literary texts.
3. Activities and assignments: Handouts will be given to students at the beginning of the semester (as there is no textbook for this course). Students have to preview the texts before a class. A class will begin with questions asked by students. In addition to the instructor’s lecture, students will join the discussion of the texts either individually or in a group. Each group has to give an oral presentation after the discussion.
