1. To foster satisfactory reading strategies and expand required vocabulary scope.
2. To become avid and active readers of a variety of reading selections, and thus be proficient in utilizing different reading strategies for different types of readings.
3. To understand American and Canadian cultures.

4. To recognize the themes of each paragraph as well as an article.
5. To comprehend the structure of each sentence as well as the organization of a reading selection.
6. To guess the meanings of a vocabulary item, a phrase or a sentence from context.
7. To make inferences and compose personal critical perspectives on reading selections.
Requirements:  
1. Attend classes and be ready to participate in class or panel discussion.  
2. Your absence from five periods of classes or more may let yourself flunk this course.
3. Any late homework for official reasons has a grace period of five days, which means it can be accepted within three days from the specific day.
4. Any homework is preferred to be either printed out by a computer or typed out by a typewriter.
5. You are required to complete each post-reading exercise prior to our discussion.
6. Unpredictable quizzes are expected every encounter.
7. Any form of plagiarism (剽竊) is forbidden. This includes the case in which you request others to write most of the text for you.  Cheating is absolutely prohibited in this class.  You will fail this course eventually.
